With few exceptions names of organizations appear
under the key word of the name. Exanples. ~ NEGRO

CONF OF; LABOR, OHIO FED OF, Exceptions: Compan-

fes and some vell-established names. Some headings

are sub-divided by geographical and topical sub-
heads. Examples: FRANCE - Politics and Govern-

 ment; SCHOLLS - Ohto - Textbooks.

The proper name of subjectﬁ'headlng is followed
be a brief descriptive sub-entry and by a refer-
ence line. Unrelated sub-entries are paragraphed
slngly in chronological order. With related sub-
entries continuity is maintained by arranging the

items chronologically within the same paragraph.

In a few other instances, where material is

entered only under general headings (e.g., BOOKS,
MOTION PICTURES, BIRTHS, DEATHS, MARRIAGES), the

sub-entries are arranged alphabetically.

The reference line indicates date, page, and
column, Example: N 1, 9:2;, meaning November 1,
page 9, column 2.

When the location of an event is not expressly-*
designated or otherwise indicated under subject,
the place of action is local.
